A Star performance by St. Cronan’s at Newmarket 

The Clare Athletics Association Intermediate, U/23’s Juvenile Even ages U/8 to U/18’s cross country championships were held on the lands of  the Hannon Family and hosted by St. Cronans athletic club in blustery weather conditions their were some outstanding individual performances with big fields of athletes in all races and St Cronans captured the Clare athletics association Shield for the best overall Club when taking eight team awards, double gold in the girls and boys U/10’s, gold in the girls U/14’s and double gold in girls and boys U/16’s they also captured a double bronze team award in the girls and boys U/8’s also a double bronze in the boys U/12’s and U/14’s and a silver medal in the girls U/12’s.

Dympna O’Dwyer Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare and Marion O’Loughlin Ennis Track Club fought out a mighty contest in the Intermediate ladies over 3000metres and this race was run over a two lap course and with a lap remaining both athletes were running shoulder to shoulder  and on the uphill stretch Dympna O’Dwyer powered her way to victory and captured this title in fine style ahead of Marion O’Loughlin with a great performance by Eimear Greene St Marys to take the bronze medal and she lead her team to a mighty Team victory on (20pts).

The Intermediate Men’s race run over a distance of 8000metres was one mighty contest for the five and half laps and the early stages seven athletes were in contention for major honours Mike Solan, James Liddane, Thomas Walsh all Tulla, Tom Mackey Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare was very much for the fore in the early part along with Jeffrey O’Looney, James Kenny, both Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare, and these two men will be competing in the Adidas Dublin City Marathon on the Bank Holiday Monday in October and Eugene Moynihan Marian was tucked in nicely facing into a stiff head wind.

With three laps remaining the big field was well strung out and two athletes out of that group of seven had broke away Eugene Moynihan had picked up the pace with Jeffrey O’Looney  right on his shoulder and on the final lap these two men were having a right battle and coming down the final hill and with 300metres to the finish Eugene Moynihan had to produce one massive sprint finish to take this title ahead of a very strong Jeffrey O’Looney and Thomas Walsh, Tulla taking the Bronze medal with the Team Title going to Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare on (59pts) they won this title back in 1995 and second were Tulla on (69pts) and third Ennis Track on (99pts).

The U/23’s title went to Kieran Cunningham St Cronans. 

The Juvenile races attracted a massive turnout and this being day two the even ages U/8’s to U/18’s and with almost 50 athletes in the girls U/8’s and the excellent laid out course Aishling Parra Haren Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare sprinted down the home straight to win in fine style with Aine Rouine Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare coming with a late burst to take the silver medal and third Cliona Blake St. Johns with St Johns easily taking the team title with four in the top seven for a total of (20pts) second Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare on (36pts and third were St. Cronans on (73pts) the boys U/8’s was no surprise with Ian Reidy Kilnaboy who having a great cross country season took the gold medal ahead of Brian Devitt Ennis Track and a very good third Joseph Mc Gann Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare and what a mighty team contest St Marys winning on a count back with (50pts) from Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare also on (50pts) and third were St. Cronans on (56pts).

Leanna Kelsey St. Cronans went into and early lead in the girls U/10 800metres and on the downhill stretch she increased here lead and when they turned for the home stretch Orla Devitt Ennis Track Club came with a late finish to take this title over the final few strides with Sinead Burke Kilmihil third with St. Cronans having four athletes in the top ten to easily take the team award with (27pts) second and a long way behind were St. Johns on (76pts) and third Ennis Track Club also on (76pts) and in the boys U/10 Michael Moloney Ennis Track Club made all the running to take the gold medal ahead of Stephan Keane St Cronans and Michael Clancy St Johns  with team victory going to St Cronans on (26pts) just two points ahead of Ennis Track Club on (28pts) and third Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare on (61pts).

The Girls U/12’s Aishling Darcy Ennis Track Club was always in control at the front and she opened up a big lead right from start to record a great victory with Jean Clancy and Niamh Clancy both St Johns filling the minor placings with St Johns scoring four in the top twelve for a total of (25pts) second St. Cronans on (44pts) and third Ennis Track Club on (59pts) the big star performance came in the boys U/12 with Damian Burke Kilmihil racing into and early lead and was always in control up front to take the gold medal with a mighty battle for the minor placings and a big sprint finish here from William Flynn Shannon and a very good third was Conor Cleary Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare with Ennis Track Club taking the Team Title on (29pts) second Kilmihil on (36pts) and third St Cronans on (59pts).

The girls U/14 Catherina Hennessy Marian might have suffered from her defeat last Sunday but this time she forced the pace all the way at the front to take this title in convincing fashion ahead of Harriet Flynn Shannon who was working hard all the way to the finish line with a surprise third Sarah Nugent St Cronans third and last weeks Champion Louise Woods St Cronans fourth with Cronans taking the team title on (19pts) second Kilnaboy on (46pts) and third Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare on (71pts)  the boys U/14’s was another great contest between two outstanding athletes Liam Markham St Marys and Seamus Lynch Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare both men battled all way until the final 300metres where Liam Markham had to produce a big finish to take this title ahead of Seamus Lynch with Aidan Carney Ennis Track Club taking the bronze medal and he also lead his Club Ennis Track Club to team victory on (18pts) with Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare second on (59pts) and third St. Cronans on (67pts).

The girls U/16 and another great contest here with Claire Madigan St. Johns showing great strength and stamina to lead from start to finish for a comfortable win over Ciara Cleary St. Marys and Sinead Moloney St. Marys with St. Cronans taking the team title on (30pts) with silver to Marian on (45pts) and in the boys U/16 Padraig Landers St. Cronans made it look very easy when he strolled to a very comfortable victory over Brian Corry Marian and Andrew Murphy Ennis Track Club and again St. Cronans capturing another team gold medal with (20pts) with Marian taking the runner up spot on (27pts).

Ellen Solan St. Cronans, set a blistering pace in the girls U/18’s and for the first of the two laps she had opened up a good lead and there was never any doubt about the winner with Sarah Daly St Johns a very good second and Amanda Perill Marian taking the bronze medal and in the boys U/18’s David Quinn Ennis Track Club set the tempo with a very good opening first lap and he opened up a big lead on the uphill stretch on the second lap and from here to the finish he was in total control to take the title from Brian McGinley Ennis Track Club with Dean Flanagan Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare running a very steady race to capture the bronze medal with the Team Title going to Ennis Track Club on (17pts)  and a very close second Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare on (19pts).

The Best Overall Club for day two of the eveen ages championships went to St Cronans with a total of (110pts) second for the second Sunday in a row were Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare on (88pts) and third Ennis Track Club on (67pts).
