Two Irish athletes performed well and what a return to the big stage after a long lay off with injuries Ciaran McDonagh from Co. Meath and Ireland taking a silver medal in the Long Jump with and all mighty leap of (8 . 09metres) behind the Olympic Champion Dwight Philips of America (8 . 17metres).

(4mins . 01 . 24secs) with John Shine Leevale second in (4mins . 02secs) and Rory Chesser a magnificent third (4mins . 03secs) .

The Irish Milers Club 800metres Brian Markham Ennis Track Club ran a very gutsy race in a class field with a time of (1min . 57 . 23secs) and in the Junior Ladies 800metres where Amanda Perill Marian came home in 10th spot with a time of (2mins . 33 . 05secs).
