Double Gold to three Clare athletes at Indoor Arena in Nenagh
The Munster Athletics Association Juvenile Indoor Championships from U/15 to U/19’s at Nenagh Indoor Arena Clare Athletes produced outstanding Individual performances over the two days with double gold going to three Clare athletes Amanda Perill Marian in the girls U/18 800m and 1500m, Brian Markham Ennis Track Club 800m and 1500m in the Boys U/18’s and Nkem Akanmona St Brendans taking double gold in the Boys U/16’s 60m and 200m.

These Munster Juvenile Indoor Championships Clare athletes once again gave many fine individual performances with Linda Njekwe Marian producing some outstanding throws in the girls U/15’s Shot Putt to take a bronze medal with a final throw of (8 . 41metres).

The boys U/16’s Nkem Akanmona St. Brendan’s taking part in the 60metres dash took the first gold medal of the championships with a time of (7 . 51secs) and he followed that up on day two on Sunday with another very impressive run this time taking the gold medal in the 200metres with a time of (24 . 60secs).

The boys U/16’s 1500metres Padraig Landers St. Cronans who loves a battle and with 200metres from the finishing line he was out sprinted and had to settle for the silver medal with a time of (4mins . 32secs) and in the 1500metres Walk Fergal Smithwick Marian who has just come off a hard cross country season gave a powerful display to take a bronze medal in (8mins . 55secs).

Amanda Perill Marian running in the Girls U/18 was a very busy athlete in Nenagh with two outstanding performances when taking double gold and the first came in the 800metres with a very good time of (2mins 26secs) and on day two she once again gave a fine display of front running to take the gold medal in the 1500metres and her third track event she captured a silver medal in the 300metres.

The Boys U/18’s this time it was Brian Markham and running with Ennis Track Club put in a star studded performance in the 800metres where he went on to take the gold medal in a very fast time of (1min . 58secs) and he followed that up when he showed a clean pair of heels to all his fellow competitors in the 1500metres and capture another Munster Title with a marvelous time of (4mins . 09secs).

The girls U/19’s Dympna O’Dwyer Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare took part on the Saturday in the 800metres and came away with a silver medal with a time of (2mins . 43secs) and in the boys U/19’s Kieran Cunningham St. Cronans better known over longer distance took a bronze medal in the 400metres and 800metres with Brian Egan St. Johns taking a bronze medal in the 1500metres in (4mins . 24secs).
