Clare athletes take two Gold medals at Munster Championships.  

The Lucozade Munster Juvenile U/9 to U/13 Track and Field Championships were held at Cork I.T. Track over two days in very warm weather conditions and two Clare athletes acquitted  themselves very well with Harriet Flynn Shannon producing a star performance in the Girls U/13 600metres when taking gold with a very fast time of (1min . 42secs) and on day two Adrian Carney Ennis Track Club takes gold in the boys U/13 ‘s 600m in (1min . 45secs).

The girls U/9 60metres with over 60 athletes taking part and Catherina Searson Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare who had to come through two very tough rounds to make the final, on round one came home in third place after a poor start and in her semi final heat produced a big win to qualify for the final and again in the final a very poor start but recovered well and over the final few metres got up on the line to snatch a bronze medal.

The girls U/10 ball throw with over 70 competitors taking part and here Orla Devitt Ennis Track Club produced three great throws and her final throw of 

(24 . 78metres) and taking the silver in fine style and in the boys U/10’s Ballthrow Cian Crimmins Marian had a very tough competition with over 60competitors taking part and with three fine throws he captured the bronze medal with a throw of (29 . 10metres).    

Harriet Flynn Shannon A.C. running in the girls U/13’s 600metres came through her heats in fine style where she set a blistering pace in the sunshine and in the final she went into and early lead and was always in control at the front to take the gold medal to Shannon with a very fast time of (1min . 42 . 71secs) with Ciara Reidy Kilnaboy also making the final a performed very well when finishing in 11th overall.

The girls U/12 600metres Aishling Darcy Ennis Track Club on her semi final heat qualified for the final in fine style and a mighty performance in the final to snatch the silver medal with the big field closing very fast on her at the finish line with a time of (1min . 50 . 07secs) the title going to the hot favourite Stephanie Power Clonmel (1min . 47 . 03secs) with Roisin O’Looney Kilmihil also making the final and performed very well to finish in the top six.

The boys U/9 60metres Paraic McNamara Marian had to come through some very tough heats to make the final and he gave a great display in his final to take the silver medal.

The boys U/12 600metres was a straight final and Tadgh Lillis Kilmihil raced into and early lead and over the first 150metres he was looking good to take Munster glory and with 100metres from the finish his early fast pace took its toll and he had to settle for the bronze medal.

The boys U/13’s 600metres was a well contested race with Dean Cronin Blarney setting the early pace for the first 150metres and with Adrian Carney Ennis Track Club working hard in the middle of the pack came with a late burst to snatch the gold medal in (1min . 45 . 57 secs) and in the boys U/13 80metres dash Brendan Akamnonu Shannon had to work hard down the home straight to take a bronze medal in the final of the boys U/13’s 80m.
