Two Clare Athletes take Gold at The Nenagh Indoor Arena.

The Munster Juvenile Championships U/12’s to U/14’s plus the U/11’s by 2 Team at the Nenagh Indoor Arena Clare athletes performed at the highest level with one of the finest races fought out between two Clare athletes Louise Woods St. Cronans and Catherina Hennessy Marian in the girls U/14 800metres final where this race went to a photo finish with Louise Woods winning it by 200 hundreds of a second and Catherina Hennessy taking the silver medal.

These Championships were run over two days and day one Clare Clubs had big representations in all Age Groups and the big performance came from Brendan Akamnonu St. Brendans running in the boys U/13 60metres dash, he had to take on two rounds before reaching the final and in that final he dominated from start to finish to take the gold medal in (8 . 71secs).

The Boys U/13 600metres two Clare got through to the finals Adrian Kearney Ennis Track Club and Kevin Connellan St. Cronans and in the final Adrian Kearney set the fast pace from the gun only to be outsprinted over the final 100metres and he had to settle for the silver medal with a time of (1min . 49 . 10secs) with Kevin Connellan not looking good for a medal with 200metres to go as he was at the tail end of the field but he made one big drive over the last 50metres to snatch the bronze medal on the line with a time of (1min . 51 . 35secs).

 Natham Jaega St. Brendans produced three great rounds of jumping in the Boys U/14’s to capture the silver medal with a leap of (4 . 80metres).

The Boys U/14 1000metres Walk Shane O’Loughlin Kilnaboy and Gearoid Sheehy Bilboa contested and outstanding race right up to the final few metres with Shane O’Loughlin doing very well to take the silver medal with a time of (5mins . 50 . 19secs).

Liam Markham St. Marys in the boys U/14’s  800metres final who has just returned to action after a long illness has a great race to take the silver medal in (2mins . 20 . 75secs) with gold going to Shane Quinn Ferrybank who lead from start to finish with a winning time of

 (2mins . 17 . 80secs).

The second big final of  the day was in the afternoon in the girls U/14’s 800metres with three  Clare athletes in the final Fawn Guilfoyle Kilnaboy getting through as one of the fastest losers Caitriona Hennessy Marian and Louise Woods St. Cronans doing very well in their heats and right from the start Orla  Finn Riverstick/Kinsale who loves to run from the front set a blistering pace from the start along with Louise Woods and Catherina Hennessy with Fawn Guilfoyle settling in well in the middle of the pack and as they went through half way the top three were battling for Munster glory with Catherina Hennessy looking good to take this title as Louise Woods had slipped a few metres and going into the final lap the St. Cronans girl got her second wind and went by the leaders, and as she stole a few metres on the back straight Catherina Hennessy gave chase and coming down the home straight Louise Woods just held on to take the Gold Medal from the fast finishing Catherina Hennessy with Orla Finn Third and a star performance by Fawn Guilfoyle in the final to finish fourth after her poor performance in the Semi Final and getting through as one of the fastest losers.

The Girls U/14 1000metres Walk Aidin Shannon Ennis Track Club took a silver medal with a time of (6mins . 44 . 05secs)

Day two once again Clare athletes were there in big numbers and the girls U/12’s 600metres three Clare athletes made it through to the finals Elaine Clancy Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare, Aishling Darcy Ennis Track Club, Shauna Mullane Kilnaboy but the big star here was Stephanie Power Clonmel came through her semi final in fine style and raced away with this final with a very fast time of (1min . 49 . 79secs) and one outstanding performance from Aishling Darcy who gave it her all as she crossed the finishing line in (1min . 57 . 12secs) and capture the silver medal with Elaine Clancy who was looking good after 300metres to capture a medal only to loose some ground with a lap remaining and finished 5th with Shauna Mullane having a fine race to finish 7th 

The girls U/13 600metres was the most fiercely contested race of the afternoon over three laps between Harriet Flynn St. Brendans and Ciara Walsh Tralee Harriers with the Tralee girl holding the inside lane very well as Harriet Flynn made several attempts to make her big move and over the final 25metres both girls were shoulder to shoulder with Ciara Walsh dipping first and gold going to Kerry with Harriet Flynn a big star for the future beaten by 400hundreds of a second and taking the silver medal with the winning time (1min . 53 . 95secs).

The Two by Team Competition in the U/11 girls on Saturday Ennis Track Club and Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare took part along with 24 other teams from all over Munster and outstanding performances by two Ennis Track Club girls to capture the silver medals in the 300metres with Orla Devitt running (55 . 24secs) and Carla O’Reilly (55 . 73secs) for a total time of (50 . 97secs) and they also took a silver medal in the Long Jump with a leap of (6 . 83metres).

Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare went very close to capture a medal only to be beaten by just two seconds and had to settle for 4th place with Eimear Hillary running her fastest race of the season over 300metres in (57 . 12secs) and Orlagh Flanagan (57 . 71secs) for a total time of ((1min . 54 . 82secs) and in the 60metres dash once again a star performance from Eimear Hillary winning her heat in fine style in (10 . 11secs) with Orlagh Flanagan in (10. 57secs) for a total time of

(20 . 68secs) and this time had to be very happy with a top 5 finish.  

Day two for the two by two team and 24 teams in the boys U/11’s Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare “A” and “B” team with the 60metres dash Ian Queally running (10 . 81secs) and his twin brother Philip Queally running (10 . 42secs) for a total time of (20 . 89secs) Jimmin Dooley (10 . 47secs) and Eoin Hurley (10 . 42secs) for a total of (21 . 52secs) both teams performing very well as they are still U/9 and two more years in this competition and in the 300metres Ian Queally finishing 6th in (58 . 52secs) with Philip Queally (58 . 92secs) for a total of (1min. 57 . 44secs) and the “B” Team of Jimmin Dooley (63 . 84secs) and Eoin Hurley (69 . 33secs) for a total time of 

(2mins . 13 . 17secs) and in the 4 x 100metres Relay finishing 10th in (1min . 12 . 11secs).
