Tracy Guilfoyle Kilnaboy shines in 
Dublin City Marathon.

The 26th Adidas Dublin City Marathon held around the streets of Dublin in dreadful weather  conditions made it very impossible to record fast times and almost 10,500 runners took part the biggest entry since 1982, with over 5,500 coming from Ireland, and the rest from 63 different countries and that included a very big representation of Clare athletes and incorporated in this race was the National and Clare Athletics Association Marathon Championship.

D. Osadchy Ukraine won the 26th Adidas Dublin Marathon in a time of (2 hours 13mins : 14secs) he was just six seconds out side last years course record with N. Molema South Africa second in (2hours : 14mins : 08secs) third was O. Belhovets Russia (2hours : 14mins  : 24secs).

The first Irish athlete for the fourth year in a row and finishing 13th overall was Garry Crossan Letterkenny in (2hours : 23 mins : 18secs) with 14th Pauric Mc Kinney Letterkenny once again having to settle for second place in (2hours : 23mins : 29secs) and Seamus Cawley West Limerick no stranger to Clare athletes was creating his own piece of history where he has competed in all 26th Dublin City Marathons and he came home in a time of (3hours ; 02mins) 

 
The first Clare man home and that was no surprise was Jeffrey O’Looney who hails from Ennistymon and running with Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare had prepared very well over the last four months and he came home in 59th position with a very fast time of (2hours . 46mins . 06secs) and he went through the 10k mark in (38 : 59) and he was at the half way point in (1hour : 22mins) and he captured the Clare Marathon Championship title ahead of his Clubmate James Kenny Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare once again producing another marvellous run and he went through the half way point in (1hour : 25mins) and running in the masters O/45 he finished second Clare man with a time of (2hours : 56mins : 58secs) with Thomas Turner Tulla running a great race in the masters O/50’s with a time of (3hours : 11mins : 39secs) with Sean Whelan Ennis Track Club running his 26th Marathon and competing in the O/55’s where he finished 5th overall with a time of (3hours : 11mins : 53secs)

65 year old Michael McInerney from Cross and St. Marys A.C. was competing in his 30th marathon and once again he covered the distance in (3hours . 59mins . 57secs).

1st home in the women’s was Russian athlete Z. Semenova in (2hours : 32mins : 50secs), L. Zousko Russia taking second in (2hours : 33mins : 25secs) with A. Kibor Kenya third in (2hours : 34mins : 57Secs) with Pauline Curley Tullamore Harriers running her first marathon came home in 7th place in (2hours : 42mins : 16secs) with the Longford Marathon Champion and running in the O/45’s Lucy Brennan Sligo second in (2hours : 48mins : 06secs) and third was Catherine Dobbyn Raheny (2hours : 51mins : 32secs).

Their was another big Clare performance this time in the masters ladies O/40’s with Tracy Guilfoyle Kilnaboy running in her third Dublin City Marathon and went into this race carrying a knee injury and with advice from her coach Brendan O’Shea she set out with the Adidas Marathon Team and she recorded her fastest ever time and she also set a personal best time when taking the Gold medal in the masters ladies O/40 with a time of (2hours : 58mins : 25secs) and the second Clare athlete was Frances Guilfoyle also from Kilnaboy with a time of (3hours : 25mins : 57secs) and third was Loretta Duggan St Marys A.C. in (3hours : 31mins).
