The 9th Annual West Clare National Schools Cross Country Championships held on the lands of Fergus Ryan and Sponsored by Tom McCarthy and Allied Irish Banks Kilrush once again attracted almost 470 athletes that went to the starting line in all six races on a beautiful afternoon with 12 out 13 parishes in West Clare well represented and Cooraclare/Cree/Clohanbeg came away with the best over Parish for the third year in row when taking Gold in the Boys U/10 and Over 10’s, a Silver medal in the girls U/8’s and a treble bronze team award in the Boys U/8, girls U/10 and girls over 10’s.

Special Guest for the Afternoon was Clare and Kilnamona Inter County Camogie player Catherine O’Loughlin who presented all the awards to individuals and teams.

The first race was the girls U/8’s and over 70 athletes went to the start and here last years runner up  Aine O’Looney Cooraclare came away with a great victory after a mighty battle with Rachel Clancy Carrigaholt and Kayla Crowley with Carrigaholt taking the Team award with (23pts) from last years title holders Cooraclare on (29pts) and third Kilmihil on (33pts) and in the boys U/8’s Michael Clancy Doonbeg was back to his winning ways just three days after his great victory in the Clare A. A. I. Cross Country Championships with the silver medal going to Ross Garvey Kilkee and the bronze medal to Killian Burke Cooraclare with Doonbeg taking the team title on (17pts) second Kilrush on (28pts) and third Cooraclare on (29pts).

The Girls U/10’s  Niamh Markham Kilmurry Mc Mahon raced into and early lead and was always in control at the front to record and easy victory over Aoifa O’Gorman Cooraclare and Laura Egan Kilmihil with Doonbeg taking another Team title on (21pts) ahead of Carrigaholt on (33pts) and third Cooraclare on (34pts) with Tadgh Lillis Cooraclare setting a blistering pace from the start in the boys U/10’s and he easily took the gold medal ahead of Conor Madigan Kilkee and Caoimhin Donnellan Cooraclare with Cooraclare taking the team title on (20pts) just one point ahead of Kilrush on (21pts) and third Kilkee on (26pts).

 The Girls over 10’s no great surprise here with Roisin O’Looney Cooraclare storming home over the final 200metres to take the title in fine style ahead of Louise Griffin Lissycasey and Tanya O’Shea Kilkee with a big surprise in the team award victory going Coolmeen on (20pts) ahead of Kilkee on (26pts) and Cooraclare on (30pts) and the final race of the afternoon was the Boys over 10’s Seamus Lynch Kilmurry Ibrickane  who raced into and early lead and after 200metres he was gone well clear of the rest of the field and he recorded a very easy victory with Damian Burke Cooraclare a very good second with the bronze medal going to Jack O’Regan Kilkee and Cooraclare taking the gold medals in the team award on (14pts) with Kilmurry Ibrickane on (23pts) and third Kilkee on (24pts).
