The Junior Ladies 3000metres and run over three laps this small field of athletes Caroline Marrinan St Marys and Claire Madigan St Johns raced into and early lead and with two laps complete the leaders had opened up a good lead on the St. Marys trio Edel Fitzpatrick, Ciara Cleary and Lisa Marrinan.

With a lap to go the race for individual honours was well decided with Claire Madigan having broken away from Caroline Marrinan and after her early front running she had dropped off the pace with Ciara Cleary now running well and had moved into the silver medal position and with Claire Madigan now full of running stretched her lead and came home a very convincing winner with Ciara Cleary producing a fine last lap to take the silver medal with Caroline Marrinan holding onto third spot ahead of her Clubmates Edel Fitzpatrick and Lisa Marrinan and St Marys retaining their Team Title for the second year in a row.

The Junior mens race run over a distance of 6000metres was run over six laps with National Junior Silver Medal winner in Santry Rory Chesser Ennis Track  setting a blistering pace from the start and when the race  settled Kevin Mc Mahon St Marys and Seosamh O’Loughlin Ennis Track were in close pursuit along with Kieran Cunningham St. Cronans, and Michael Maher Ennis Track battling hard to get back in contact with two of the six laps complete, Donal Howley Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare was working hard to get into the race along with his clubmates after missing the start and they were battling with Ennis Track Club for Junior Team honours.
