The Munster Even Ages U/10 to U/18 plus the Novice Cross Country Championships were held in beautiful weather conditions at Tralee Race Course and with all the heavy rain this was one excellent course for fast running and once again Clare athletes were in excellent form with Michael Clancy St Johns once again a dominant force when taking gold in the boys U/10’s with Clare showing well in County Team Awards Gold to the Girls and Boys U/10’s, U/12’s, double Silver in the boys U/10’s and girls U/14’s, and five Bronze Team Awards girls U/10’s, boys U/14’s, girls and boys U/16’s.

The Inter Club Awards a great day for St Johns A. C. winning gold in the girls U/12’s with St Cronans taking Gold in the boys U/12’s and Ennis Track Club a bronze medal.

St Cronans also captured a bronze medal in the girls U/14’s and Ennis Track Club having a mighty afternoon when taking gold in the Boys U/14’s.

Their were also notable other individual performances Paraic Mc Namara Marian taking a silver medal in the boys U/10’s, Karla O’Reilly Ennis Track and Niamh Markham St Marys finishing 2nd and 4th in the girls U/12’s with Conor Madigan St Johns and Tadgh Lillis Kilmihil also finishing 2nd and 4th in the Boys U/12’s.

The Intermediate Ladies Marian Burke St Marys having a great race to come home in 8th place and Clare finishing 4th overall in the Team Award on (61pts) victory going to Tipperary on (25pts) second Waterford on (32pts) and third Cork on (45pts) with the Intermediate Men’s race over 6000metres Rory Chesser Ennis Track produced a remarkable performance to take the silver medal with Thomas Scanlon Ennis Track 5th and he also captured a silver in the U/23 men’s Brian Murphy Marian running a very steady race and finishing 11th with Brian McGinley Ennis Track 21st James Liddane Tulla 22nd and that master athlete Iggy Landers St Cronans 32nd and Clare taking the silver medals on (93pts) the gold going to Tipperary on (88pts) and third Cork on (116pts).

The Inter Club a great day for Ennis Track taking the Munster title with Michael Keane 41st for a total of (69pts) second Riocht on (81pts) and third Dundrum on (91pts).

The Girls U/10 was the first race of the afternoon and it attracted one of the largest ever entries to a Munster Championship where 120 athletes line up across the starting line and Clare athletes packed very well with Aine O’Looney Kilmihil the leading Clare athlete with a mighty performance in 8th place with Rachel Clancy St Johns finishing strong to finish just one place further back in 9th and Aoibheann Malone Kilnaboy running the race of her life to take the top 12th position and these trio lead Clare to Bronze medals along with 18th Cliodhna Blake St Johns, 24th Ailbe Hogan Ennis Track, and 29th Kayla Crowley St Johns for a total of (100pts) with gold to Cork on (63pts) and silver to Tipperary on (66pts).

The Boys U/10’s and this was a mighty battle between two Clare athletes and as they entered into the final 200metres Michael Clancy St Johns produced a mighty sprint finish to take the gold medal and what a race by Paraic Mc Namara Marian to capture the silver medal with another Clare athlete 6th Pierce Lillis Kilmihil and Wayne Linnane St Marys powering his way down the finishing straight to finish 12th with Clare athletes packing well 25th Michael Mc Dermott Marian, 30th Eoghan and Clare taking the Silver medals with (76pts) the Gold medals going to Cork on (59pts) and third Tipperary on (98pts).

The Girls U/12’s once again Clare athletes performed at the highest level with Karla O’Reilly Ennis Track producing one of her best performances of the season when taking a silver medal and another Clare athlete producing a mighty finish on the line to finish 4th Niamh Markham St Marys and a powerful performance from two more athletes Orlagh Flanagan Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare and Jean Clancy St Johns in 8th and 9th overall and Shauna Harvey St Johns gaining many valuable places over the final 300metres to finish 15th with Laura Egan Kilmihil 18th and Clare taking the Munster gold medals on (56pts) with Cork on (63pts) and third Tipperary on (136pts).

The Inter Club Award St Johns A.C. produced one mighty team performance to take the gold medals with 23rd Niamh Clancy and 30th Collette Keniry for a total of (77pts) a narrow victory by just two points over Grange-Fermoy Cork on (79pts) and third Clonmel on (99pts).

The Boys U/12’s and a Munster Championship that is fiercely contested and these Clare athletes were outstanding eight finishing in the top 13 positions and four Clare athletes were in the running for the gold medal with surprise packet Conor Madigan St Johns pipped on the run to the line by Con Berkery Bilboa A.C. Limerick with the Clare AAI champion Tadgh Lillis Kilmihil looking good with 400metres from finish line and finishing 4th David O’Brien St Cronans 6th Michael Moloney Ennis Track leading at the 600metre mark and finishing 8th Ryan Taylor St Cronans 10th, Michael Linnane St Marys 11th and Nicholas Tsumani Marian 12th and Lee Quirke Ennis Track 13th and this Team will take some beating in the All_Ireland Championships in Dungarvan on the 26th November. Clare easily taking the gold medals on (41pts) ahead of Tipperary on (95pts) and third Cork on (146pts)

The Inter Club Awards two Clare Clubs were outstanding with St Cronans taking the gold medals with 17th Sean Keane and 21st Alan O’Brien for a total of (54pts) well ahead of Thurles Crokes on (84pts) and Ennis Track Club third with 29th Eimhin Courtney and 36th Dillon Quirke for a total of (86pts).

The girls U/14’s and with the fast underfoot conditions athletes were in top flight and Harriet Flynn Shannon well placed for and all out attack on the leaders with 800metres to go and on the slight uphill stretch she came down the home straight and she produced one mighty sprint for home to finish 4th with Laura Daly Ennis Track a big surprise here and improving with every outing to finish 8th two places ahead of Aishling Darcy Ennis Track 10th with Karen O’Brien St Cronans 11th and two more Clare athletes were packing well 13th Katie Cahill St Cronans and 17th Roisin O’Looney Kilmihil and Clare taking the Silver medals on (63pts) the gold going to Cork on (36pts) and bronze to Tipperary on (163pts) and in the Inter Club awards St Cronans taking the bronze medals with 34th Sharolette Ryan and 42nd Lisa Loughnane for a total of (100pts) Gold going to Blarney Iniscarra on (30pts) with silver going to Riverstick-Kinsale on (99pts).

The Boys U/14’s this was another great individual performance by Adrian Kearney Ennis Track he was always battling for Munster glory with Patrick Coleman Beara and the Cork man had too much finishing speed over the final 100metres and the Ennis Track athletes had to settle for the silver medal with his Clubmate Darragh Lynch Ennis Track 12th and a gritty performance by Conor Cleary Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare to finish 14th with Kevin Chesser Ennis Track 17th Kevin Connellan St Cronans 20th and 21st Eoin Brew St Johns and Clare taking the bronze medals on (86pts) the Gold medals going to Cork on (70pts) and Tipperary second on (71pts).

The Inter Club awards Ennis Track have a very fine young group of athlete here and they packed well with 28th Eamon Chesser for a total of (59pts) second Bilboa on (81pts) and third Bandon on (102pts).

The girls U/16’s Ciara Cronin Ferrybank lead from start to finish to easily take this girls title with Louise Woods St Cronans always running well and coming home in 6th place with Lisa Loughnane St Cronans having a great cross country season to finish 9th with Sarah Nugent St Cronans coming through this big field to finish 15th with Niamh Donnellan Kilmihil 18th Fawn Guilfoyle Kilnaboy 26th and Kate O’Brien St Marys 29th and Clare finishing third on (103pts) this time Waterford easily taking this title on (60pts) with Cork second on (100pts).

The Club title going to Ferrybank on (23pts) with St Cronans having to settle for the silver medals with 40th Marie Collins with a total of (70pts) and third Bantry on (135pts)

Liam Markham St Marys and Darragh Chesser Ennis Track Club were always working hard in this hotly contested race and they both worked well together to finish 7th and 8th and lead Clare to Bronze medals with 18th Gerard Browne Ennis Track, 25th Declan Keane, 29th Pol O’Conghaile Marian and 32nd James Maher Ennis Track for a total of ((119pts) with the gold medals going to Cork on (79pts) and the silver medals to Waterford on (87pts).
