(1min . 54 . 49secs).

The Boys U/13’s 600m Final two Clare athletes battled for the Munster Glory with Eamon Chesser Ennis Track Club taking the Bronze medal with Conor Cleary Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare a very good fourth and in the Boys U/11’s 600m final Michael Moloney Ennis Track had to settle for fourth position after a mighty contest.

Paraic Mc Namara Marian competing in the Boys U/10’s 60metres and Long Jump and this is one very competitve athlete captured a Munster Title in the Long Jump and with 60 competitors taking part in the sunshine this Long Jump was one of most exciting finishes with eight competitors in a jump off for Munster Glory and Paraic Mc Namara Marian brought the big crowd of spectators to their feet with a massive leap of (4 . 06metres) on his last Jump to snatch the Gold Medal and this has to be Munster Record at ten years of age with a very close second Shea O’Donnell Estuary (3 . 97metres) and third was Owen Coates Leevale (3 . 93metres) and in the Boys U/10 60metres dash Paraic Mc Namara Captured a bronze medal with a time of

(8 . 94secs).

The Boys U/9 60metres Dash Brian Devitt Ennis Track came through three tough heats and in the Final the Clare Champion produced a great sprint to capture the Silver Medal in (9 . 07secs) with the Gold going to Sean Callaghan Leevale (9 . 02secs).
