Michael Moloney leads Ennis Track Club to National Title.

The Athletics Association of Ireland National Novice Cross Country Championships plus the juvenile Uneven ages from U/112 to U/19’s were held at Athlone I. T. Co. Westmeath on a beautiful afternoon and perfect cross country course for fast running and Clare athletes produced outstanding performances with the boys U/11’s and Michael Moloney Ennis Track producing one massive race and finishing 4th overall out of a field of 150 competitors and he also lead his club Ennis Track to Team Gold with 15th Eimhin Courtney, 39th Patrick Chesser, and 52nd Martin Darcy and Clare also taking the silver medals in the Inter County Awards.

Ennis Track Club boys U/15’s also captured silver medals with St Cronans ladies U/15’s taking bronze medals and the Clare girls U/13’s gave a mighty performance to take bronze medals.

Doireann Hennessy Marian produced one of her best races of the season when finishing 10th in the girls U/11’s and was the 3rd scoring member of the Munster Team that captured the silver medals.

The second race of the day was the boys U/11’s 800metres and Clare were very well represented with Ennis Track and Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare contesting the Inter Club awards and this being one of the biggest field of competitors with 150 athletes on the starting line and Michael Moloney Ennis Track getting away to a very fast start and with 400metres from the finish he was in the top ten and the downhill stretch to the finish he produced one massive finish to cross the finish line in 4th position and he was followed home by Eimhin Courtney Ennis Track in 15th place after making up many valuable places to the finish with David O’Brien St Cronans running a very solid race in 17th position and a very big performance also from Ian Queally Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare in 24th Niall Keane St Cronans and Patrick Chesser Ennis Track both finishing in 37th and 39th positions with Martin Darcy 52nd and he was the fourth scoring member of the Ennis Track Club team that captured the Gold medals with (110pts) second Letterkenny on (125pts) and third Mullingar Harriers on (147pts) with Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare 12th overall with (303pts) and Padric Mc Namara Marian who finished 96th was the sixth scoring member of the Clare Team that captured the silver medals with (193pts) the Gold medals going to Donegal with (177pts) and third Galway on (229pts).

The Inter Region Munster taking the gold medals with 4th Michael Moloney and 15th Eimhin Courtney.

The girls U/13 1000metres victory going to well known athlete Elizabeth Carr , Daughter of Tommy Carr former Dublin Footballer with Roisin Looney Kilmihil working hard to finish in the top 12 and lead Clare to bronze medals and Aishling Darcy Ennis Track produced a massive finish to cross the finishing line in 17th place with a mighty performance from Niamh Markham St Marys in 24th place Orlagh Flanagan Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare came through this big field to finish 28th and two more Clare athletes packed well Karla O’Reilly Ennis Track and Laura Egan Kilmihil both finishing 39th and 40th for bronze medals and Clare’s total of (160pts) victory going to Dublin on (128pts) and second Cork on (151pts).

Munster taking the gold medals in Regional Award and Roisin Looney Kilmihil was the fifth scoring member of the Munster TEAM.

The Boys U/13’s 1200 metres our big medal hopes here was Conor Cleary Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare and again a massive field of 140 athletes went to the start and a group of twelve athletes made a massive drive to the front and in that early group Conor Cleary was right up there and after 500metres this Clare man was producing on mighty performance with Adrian Kearney Ennis Track working hard to try a get into the top twelve as the leaders made their way uphill and with the big field now starting to stretch out Conor Cleary was having the race of his life and he powered his way to finish 6th overall one place higher than last year with Eamon Chesser Ennis Track Club running very strong over the final 400metres in 24th position and both Clare athletes were scoring members of the Munster Team that captured the gold medals.

The Girls U/15’s this race was turned into all sorts of problems when this big field converged into both tunnels and AAI officials will have to take a serious look at using both tunnels as Clare athletes lost out on Medals when recording their numbers the top Clare athlete Karen O’Brien St Cronans finishing 26th followed home by Lisa Loughnane 31st , Louise Woods 35th and 40th Katie Cahill all St Cronans and they took the bronze medals on (132pts) the gold medals going to Dundrum South Dublin on (63pts) and silver to Celtic DCH on (96pts).

The Boys U/15’s 2000metres race ran at a blistering pace and Shane Quinn Ferrybank Waterford ran away with race from start to finish and he was so far ahead at half way he had a good 400metres lead over the second athletes when crossing the finishing line and the big Clare performance here came from Darragh Chesser Ennis Track when finishing in 11th place and the Ennis Track Club athletes packed well with a big surprise here Gerard Brown 29th and followed home by Adrian Kearney 44th with Paul Flanagan 45th and in the Inter Club Awards the Munster Champions Ennis Track Club Captured the silver medals with (129pts) gold going to Dundrum South Dublin on (83pts) and bronze medals to St Malachy’s Belfast on (146pts).

The Regional Awards again Munster taking the gold medals with Darragh Chesser the fourth scoring member on the Munster Team.

The girls U/17’s Clare were represented by Claire Madigan St Johns and again always gives it a 100percent when finishing 18th and was the sixth scoring member of the Munster team that captured the silver medals.

The boys U/19’s run over a distance of 6000metres Clare were again well represented and this race attracted all the top stars with Michael Mulhaire North Laois setting the early pace from John Coughlan the Dublin Champion and son of the famous Eamon Coughlan and when I spoke to Eamon before the start he was very confidant that John would produce a very big race and how right he was where he captured the gold medal after a mighty sprint on the down hill stretch to the finish to win in fine style with Donal Howley Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare having one big race after his poor performance in Dungarvan where he was always in the top 15 for the entire race and what a final last lap he produced when coming home in 9th place overall with a great race from Brian McGinley Ennis Track in 22nd and again Munster winning the region Award and both of these Clare athletes scoring on the winning Team.
