The Inter Club Awards Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare taking Gold in the Boys U/9’s, Bronze in the girls U/9’s, and a double Silver Team Award in the boys U/11’s and girls U/15’s. St Johns taking gold in the girls U/9’s, Tulla A.C. boys taking silver medals in the boys U/9’s, and Marian A.C. winning a double bronze medal in the Boys U/9’s and girls U/11’s, St Cronans taking Gold in the boys U/13’s, Kilnaboy taking gold in the girls U/15’s, Ennis Track Club taking bronze medals in the girls U/13’s with Kilmihil taking silver medals in the boys U/13’s.

The Inter County Awards Clare dominated when taking five gold Team awards, girls and boys U/9’s, girls U/11’s and the boys winning the silver medals, girls and boys U/13’s taking gold medals, girls and boys U/15’s winning team silver medals.

The Masters Men and Ladies were also very much to the fore with Clare athletes taking home Two Gold medals Veronica Colleran Ennis Track winning the masters Ladies O/35’s, Sue Garrahy Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare taking a silver medal in the O/40’s, Carmel McDomhnaill West Limerick also taking a silver medal in the O/50’s

The Inter Club O/35’s Ennis Track taking silver medals and silver medals also in the Inter County section.

The second race was the Boys U/9’s and this was another classic and well fought to the line with Michael Daly Iveragh taking the gold medal from the fast finishing Brian Devitt Ennis Track with two Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare athletes 4th and 5th Brian Leyden and Sean Rouine, 9th Sean Meaney St Marys, 10th Shane Hunt Tulla, 13th Fergal Donnellan Kilmihil and Clare taking the Gold Medals on (43pts) ahead of Cork.

The girls U/11 800metres Muireann O’Shea Marian was working her way through the big field in the very wet and windy conditions to finish 4th with 9th Leanna Kelsey St Cronans, 11th Ciara Ryan Kilnaboy, 12th Grainne Harvey St Johns, 13th Siobhan Marrinan St Johns and 14th Roisin Considine Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare with Clare taking the gold medals on (63pts) second Cork on (86pts) and third Tipperary on (99pts) with Marian taking the bronze medals with 4th Muireann O’Shea, 16th Laura Power, 43rd, Niamh Jones, and 54th Jessica O’Connor for a total of (117pts) gold going to Thurles Crokes on (70pts) and second Dohenys on (86pts).

The Boys U/11’s two Clare athletes were battling for the top twelve finish with Jacob Loughnane Marian producing a massive finish to take the bronze medal with the early leader Jimmin Dooley Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare 8th followed by Padraig Nugent St Cronans in 9th, 13th Dylan O’Connor Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare, 22nd Padraig Malone Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare, and 26th Ruairi Crimmins Marian and Clare taking the silver on (81pts) gold to Cork on (50pts) and bronze to Tipperary on (112pts).

Youghal winning the Inter Club award with (37pts) second Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare with their fourth scoring member 70th Odhran McCarthy on (113pts) and third Clonmel on (116pts).

Thurles Crokes taking the Inter Club award on (41pts) second Youghal on (71pts) and the bronze medals going to Ennis Track on (83pts) with 30th Aishling Ni Bhronainn, 31st Ciara Mulcaire.

These Munster Championships every Clare athlete was performing at the highest level and in the Boys U/13’s nine Clare athletes finishing inside the top twelve and Damian Burke Kilmihil made a winning return after a long lay off through injury when he coasted around against the strong winds to take the boys U/13 title in fine style and a big race in second place for Declan Keniry St Johns to take the silver medal with four more Clare athletes finishing inside the top ten 5th Todd Kelsey St Cronans, 7th Cian O’Brien Marian, 8th Jack Murphy Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare who was in the top three for most of the race with 9th John Browne St Marys and Clare taking another Munster title on (32pts) ahead of Cork on (104pts) and Tipperary on (109pts).

The Inter Club awards St Cronans taking the gold medals with 5th Todd Kelsey, 10th Martin Glynn, 11th Padraig Brady, 20th Eoin Mc Mahon for a total of (46pts) second Kilmihil on (64pts) and third West Muskerry on (80pts).

The girls U/15’s two Clare Clubs battled for Munster glory with Niamh O’Loughlin Kilnaboy running a very big race to come home in 5th place with Lisa O’Connor Kilnaboy making up many valuable places over the final 800metres to finish 8th and Carol Kelly Kilnaboy a very good 12th  and she was followed home by Fiona Considine Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare 15th, Ciara Reidy Kilnaboy 16th and Sorcha Loughnane Marian 18th and Clare taking the silver medals on (84pts) with gold going to Tipperary on (69pts).

The Inter Club awards was a big Clare contest with Kilnaboy taking the gold medals on (41pts) and the silver medals to Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare on (77pts).

The Boys U/15’s once again another Clare athlete in top form and Eoin Enright St Cronans taking the Bronze medal with his clubmate Padraig Nugent St Cronans finishing 10th a big race from Brian Howley Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare 13th, 15th Alan Griffin Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare, 18th Kieran O’Leary Kilnaboy, 22nd Eamon Linehan Marian and Clare taking the silver medals on (81pts) the gold going to Cork on (53pts).

The girls U/17’s Aine Pyne Marian working very well through very tough conditions to finish in 3rd place and in the boys U/17’s Damian Landers St Cronans who was running in second place for along way was overtaken on the final lap and had to settle in 5th position and in the girls U/19’s Aishling Holmes Bilboa A.C. Limerick went into and early lead over the first lap and with 2000metres complete Sharon Rynne Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare was right on her shoulder going out on the second lap and the Clare girl made a very decisive move with 800metres from the finish and she dug deep against the wind to cross the finishing line and take the gold medal.

The masters Ladies run over a distance of  3000metres this was one of the finest performances by and Kerry athlete with Niamh O’Sullivan Riocht Irish International athlete displaying a masterful piece of front running to take the overall and the O/40’s title with Veronica Colleran Ennis Track running the race of her life in second place and winning the O/35’s third was Carmel Parnell Leevale and was the leading master O/50 with Sue Garrahy Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare having one mighty performance and finishing 9th overall for a second place finish in the O/40’s.

The County Award in the O/35’s section Cork were the winners on (39pts) with Clare taking the Silver Medals on (53pts) with 3rd Veronica Colleran, 9th Sue Garrahy, 18th Ita Hanrahan Ennis Track, 23rd Marie Fennessy Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare and third Waterford on (87pts).

The Inter Club title going to West Cork on (32pts) second Ennis Track on (43pts) and third West Waterford on (51pts) and fourth Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare on (60pts).

The Masters mens race was one mighty contest and all grades were well contested, right from the start Iggy Landers St. Cronans set out a very fast pace for the rest of the Clare athletes and when the race settled down Donnacha O’Mahoney East Cork winner of many Cork County Senior Cross Country Championships and well known to Clare athletes were he Teaches in Colaiste Mhuire Ennis raced into and early lead with Pat Ryan Dundrum right on his shoulder for the first of the four laps and the Clare athletes were packing well with Eugene Moynihan Marian, James Kenny, Jeffrey O’Looney, Tom Mackey all Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare and Pat Hogan Ennis Track all running in the top twenty and with one lap complete Iggy Landers St Cronans was now working hard to stay in the top group with Thomas Walsh Tulla making good progress on the second lap as the rain started to pour down and the O/50’s team with Frank Garrihy Ennis Track along with Michael Harvey Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare packing well for the County Award.

Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare were packing well at half way for the Inter Club Award along with West Limerick, Dundrum, Bilboa, West Waterford and the hot favourites East Cork.

There was never any doubt who was going to be the winner after half way with Donnacha O’Mahoney in total control at the front and taking his Master O/40 title ahead of another fine athlete Pat Ryan Dundrum who captured the O/35 title with Eugene Moynihan Marian running very steady all through to finish 8th overall and take the gold medal in the masters o/45’s just two places ahead of James Kenny who finished second O/45 with Jeffrey O’Looney having a fine race in 14th position with 19th Thomas Walsh, 20th Iggy Landers, and 22nd Pat Hogan and Clare taking the bronze medals on (93pts) gold going to Tipperary on (71pts) and second Cork on (71pts).
