The Munster Masters Track and Field Championships held in blustery weather conditions Clare athletes produced outstanding performances where they captured seventeen gold, seven silver and three bronze medals in Castleisland Co Kerry.

2007 Munster Track and Field Championships for all these masters athletes was a joy to watch with many fine performances in all age groups from O/35’s to O/75’s and Tommy Greene St Johns sets a very high standard in the O/40’s taking three gold in the Long Jump, Javelin, and High Jump and a double silver medal in the Shot Putt and Discus.

Marie Coughlan Kilmihil was once again the star performer for the second year in a row in the masters ladies O/50’s when taking four gold the first coming in the Shot Putt with a fine throw of (5 . 60m) with Hannagh O Sullivan from the host Club Riocht taking the silver medal, Mary was again on the podium this time in the Discus with six outstanding throws she took Gold with a throw of (13 . 73m).

Marie Coughlan captured two more Gold in the Hammer and Long Jump.

The Munster Master ladies O/50 Indoor Champion Cushla Murphy Hehir Marian produced another clean pair of heels to all her fellow athletes when taking a double gold in the 800m and 1500metres.

The European Champion O/50 Eugene Moynihan Marian was once again in top form in the blustery weather conditions where he captured a double gold medal in the 1500metres and 3000metres with Michael Harvey Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare taking the runner spot in the 1500metres also in the O/50’s.

The new kid on the block Pat Hogan Ennis Track also taking double gold in the O/40’s 800m with a very good time of (2mins . 14secs) and one hour later he was producing a fine run in the 1500metres and he came away with another gold medal with a time of (4mins . 43secs).

Martin Fitzpatrick St Marys had a very successful afternoon in Castleisland taking two silver in the Javelin and 56lbs W/F and two bronze Medals in the Shot Putt with a throw of (9 . 26m) and the discus with a throw of (19 . 69metres).

Michael Hayes St Marys was the leading master O/75 where he captured a mighty treble with some outstanding throws and taking gold medals in the Shot Putt, Javelin, and Discus and he also produced some fine throws where he captured a silver medal in the 28lbs W/f.

The Iron man from Crusheen and Marian A.C. Gerry O’Connell competing in the masters men O/55’s at the 35 lbs for distance set many records at Munster and National championships in the early 80’s and this man once again captured gold with some fine throws over six rounds and a throw of (7. 32m).
