Sharon Egan and Michael Clancy produces star performance in Cork

The Munster Uneven Ages U/9 to U/19 plus the Intermediate Cross Country Championships were held in Carrignavar Co. Cork in a damp afternoon on a wonderful cross country course for fast running Clare athletes produced magnificent individual performances with Sharon Egan Kilmihil taking the girls u/9 500metres and Michael Clancy St Johns winning the boys U/11 800metres.

The Intermediate Ladies 4000metres Marie Carey Ennis track ran a blinder to capture the silver and in the Intermediate men’s 8000metres Rory Chesser Ennis Track was looking good to take the title and on the final lap had to give way to Colm Turner Limerick and had to settle for the silver medal.

Clare captured a massive total of Twenty Two team awards between County and Club with Clare taking Gold in the Girls U/9’s Girls and Boys U/13, and Intermediate Men’s, silver medals in the boys U/9’s, and boys U/17’s and Intermediate Ladies and a treble bronze medal in the Girls and boys U/11’s, and girls U/17’s.

The Inter Club Awards double gold to St Johns in the girls U/9, and they also captured silver medals in the girls U/11’s and bronze in the girls U/13’s.

St Cronans took gold in the boys U/13’s, silver in the girls U/17’s and bronze in the girls U/15’s.

Ennis Track captured six team title gold in the Intermediate Ladies and mens, a treble silver in the boys U/9, U/13’s and U/17’s and bronze medals in the boys U/17’s.

Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare taking a bronze medal in the girls U/9’s and finishing fourth in the boys U/9 and U/11’s.

Kilmihil finishing fourth in the boys U/13’s.

The first race of the afternoon was the girls U/9’s and what a performance here from Sharon Egan Kilmihil who was always in contention and coming down the home straight she sprinted clear of this big field to capture this title in fine style and a very good third Caoimhie Harvey St Johns and a big finish from Chantel Burke St Marys in 4th and she was followed home by Fidelma Marrinan St Johns 8th Elaine Shannon Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare 10th and another fine athlete Tara Bradley St Johns 11th with Clare having six in the top eleven and taking the gold medals on (37pts) from Cork on (54pts) and bronze to Waterford on (157pts).

The Inter Clubs awards was dominated by two Clare Clubs with the gold medals going to St Johns and three in the top eleven and 52nd Fiona Coughlan on (74pts) with the host Club Carrignavar second on (86pts) and third Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare with 10th Elaine Shannon, 15th Ellie Parra Haren, 31st Nicole Doherty and 40th Aoibhin Fahy for a total of (96pts).

The big star performer in the boys U/9 500metres was Paul Martin Ennis Track finishing 5th and leading Clare to Silver medals with 9th Cathal Darcy, 14th Cathal O’Brien, both Ennis Track, 15th Sean Rouine Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare, 16th Fergal Donnellan Kilmihil and 17th Patrick O’Rourke Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare for a total of (78pts)  Gold going to Cork on (65pts) and bronze to Tipperary on (93pts).

The Inter Club title going to Youghal on (52pts) with Ennis Track taking the Silver medal with 32nd Stephan Maher on (62pts) third Thurles Crokes on (75pts) and fourth Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare on (78pts).

The Girls U/11 attracted a massive field of over 200 competitors and two Clare athletes gave a mighty performance here with Aine O’Looney Kilmihil 7th and Cliodhna Blake St Johns 8th and Clare taking the bronze medals with 17th Rachel Clancy St Johns, 19th Abimbola O’Sobayo Ennis Track, 23rd Elaine Greene and 24th Rose Marrinan both St Johns for a total of (98pts) the gold going to Tipperary on (52pts) and second Cork on (66pts)    

Thurles Crokes winning the Inter Club award with (63pts) and a mighty performance by St Johns A. C. with all four athletes scoring on the Clare Team and they took the silver medals on (72pts) with the bronze medals to Emerald A. C. Limerick on (85pts) and fourth Ennis Track on (139pts).

The Boys U/11’s once again another big field of athletes with 120 going to the start and Clare were well represented here once again with Michael Clancy St Johns battling all the way to the finish line and taking the gold medal with a massive sprint finish with Pearse Lillis Kilmihil working hard and finishing fourth and both athletes lead Clare to bronze medals with 16th Padraig McNamara Marian, 17th Kevin Mulcaire Ennis Track, 23rd Jack Devitt and 32nd Dylan O’Connor both Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare for a total of (93pts) gold to Cork on (49pts) and Silver to Kerry on (80pts).

Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare finishing fourth in the Inter Club awards.

The Girls U/13’s one again another huge field of competitors and the battle of day came from Niamh Markham St Marys where she ran a fine race to take the bronze medal and two St Johns athletes Niamh and Jean Clancy coming through the field to finish 8th and 11th with 14th Aoifa O’Gorman Kilmihil, 17th Karla O’Reilly Ennis Track and 18th Orlagh Flanagan Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare with Clare taking the gold medals on (71pts) from Tipperary on (76pts) and third Cork on (132pts) the Inter Club Award was a close contest with Clonmel on (77pts) second Thurles Crokes on (81pts) and a fine third St Johns 21st Shauna Harvey, 43rd Nollaigh Blake on (84pts).

The Boys U/13’s and Clare were well represented and this was a race that was fought all the way to the finish line with Ian Slobody Kilmihil leading with a few strides from the finish only to be pipped on the by Kieran Walsh Glenbower Cork and here the Clare athletes performed at the highest level with 5th David Conroy St Cronans and a close 6th Cian O’Brien Marian, 9th and he was and early leader Tadgh Lillis Kilmihil, 10th Ryan Taylor St Cronans, 12th Wayne Linnane St Marys and Clare taking the Munster Title on (44pts) all most 100points ahead of Cork on (141pts) and third Limerick on (184pts).

The Inter Club was almost a clean sweep by Clare Clubs with three in the top four in Munster and gold going to St Cronans with 15th Niall Keane, 39th Diarmuid Barron for a total of (69pts) the silver medals to Ennis Track Club with 14th Eimhin Courtney, 20th Michael Moloney, 26th Lee Quirke, 27th Patrick Chesser on (87pts) third Iveragh Kerry on (111pts) and fourth Kilmihil on (114pts).

The Girls U/15 Katie Cahill St Cronans came home in 10th place and lead her Club to Bronze medals with 21st Karen O’Brien, 36th Allison Courtney, 38th Paula Loughnane on a total of (105pts) the gold going to BIAC on (47pts) and second Thurles Crokes (99pts).

The boys U/15 and all eyes were on Damian Burke Kilmihil who was running out of age gave a fine display over this fast ground to finish 4th with Adrian Kearney Ennis Track running the best race of the season to finish 6th and Ennis Track Taking the bronze medals in the Inter Club Awards with 29th Kevin Chesser, 42nd Peter Maher, 50th Patrick Coyle on a total of (117pts) gold to Bilboa on (71pts) and silver to Togher on (103pts).

The girls U/17’s our big medal prospect Louise Woods St Cronans had to work hard all through this race to come home in 6th position with Lisa Loughnane St Cronans running a great race to finish 13th Niamh Donnellan Kilmihil 18th, Roisin O’Brien St Cronans 20th Fawn Guilfoyle Kilnaboy 28th and Sarah Nugent St Cronans 37th and Clare taking the bronze medals on (122pts) the gold going to Waterford on (55pts) and silver to Cork on (95pts).

Ferrybank taking the Inter Club title on (26pts) from Se Cronans on (76pts) and third KCK Waterford on (128pts).

The Boys U/17’s and a Munster Championship that was fiercely contested and Liam Markham former St. Marys athlete now running with Ennis Track was among the early leaders and when this big field settled Shane Quinn Ferrybank raced away from this field and captured the title well ahead of the rest of the field with Liam Markham Ennis Track a very good third and a fine run by Cathal O’Connor running for Dooneen A. C. and Clare County finished 8th with Darragh Chesser Ennis Track 10th Pol O’Conghaile Marian 18th, James Maher Ennis Track 23rd and Gerard Brown Ennis Track 26th and Clare taking the Silver medals on (88pts) the gold medals going to Cork on (46pts) and bronze to Tipperary and in the Inter Club awards Ennis Track Club captured the silver medals on (62pts)  with Togher A and Togher B first and third.

The girls U/19’s Claire Madigan St. Johns produced a mighty sprint over the final 800metres to take her all the way to 4th position and in the boys U/19’s Padraigh Landers St Cronans produced a gritty performance and was just one place outside the top twelve to make it to the All Irelands finishing in 13th place overall.

The Intermediate Ladies run over a distance of 4000metres and this was a great contest from start to finish with Marie Carey Ennis Track having one mighty battle up front for this Munster title only to be beaten by a sprint finish over the final 200metres by Niamh Roe Eagle with Patricia O’Brien Ennis track always travelling well and came home in 4th place and that master herself Marian Burke St Marys sprinting home in 6th place and Deirdre Daly Ennis Track the fourth Clare athlete finishing 10th with Clare taking the silver medals on (22pts) Cork taking the gold medals on (16pts) and the bronze medals going to Tipperary on (48pts).

Ennis Track Club taking the Inter Club Award with 19th Ida Hanrahan for a total of (35pts) from West Waterford on (56pts) and Clonmel on (64pts)  

The Men’s Intermediate attracted a big field for this distance 8000metres and Ennis Track had eight competitors on the starting line and the early Rory Chesser with his new hair style took the field along at a very fast pace and right on his shoulder was another Clare athlete Colm Turner running with Limerick A. C. and for the first two big laps Brian McGinley, David Quinn and Thomas Scanlon were all in the top ten and dominating this Club and County titles.

The big battle was for the gold medal and on the third lap Rory Chesser went to the front and only held that lead for a short term when Colm Turner stepped up another gear going out on the final lap and came home with 30metres to spare with Brian Mc Ginley running a mighty race in 4th place with Thomas Scanlon 7th David Quinn 14th Michael Keane 24th and Martin Glynn 30th all Ennis Track and taking the Inter County Title on (81pts) with Tipperary on (96pts) and Cork on (118pts) and Ennis Track also captured the Inter Club Title on ((27pts) from West Waterford on (78pts) and third Dundrum on (79pts).
