The Clare Athletics Association Juvenile U/9 to U/19 plus Intermediate and U/23 Cross Country Championships Sponsored by Martin Williams Concrete products Tulla Road Ennis were held on the lands of Christy O Donoghue Cooraclare in beautiful weather conditions their were some outstanding individual performances with big fields of athletes in all races and St Johns captured the Clare athletics association Shield for the best overall Club on day two when taking gold in the girls U/15’s, silver medals in the Girls U/9, U/11’s, U/13’s, boys U/15’s and U/17’s, and bronze medals in the boys U/9’s, and U/13’s. for a total of (94pts) second were Ennis track on (89pts) and third Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare on (74pts).

Claire Madigan St Johns running in the girls U/19’s and Patricia O’Brien Ennis Track running in the Intermediate Ladies fought out a mighty contest over 3500metres and both athletes were running shoulder to shoulder over the lap course and on the final few metres Claire Madigan St Johns raced away to take the U/19’s title with Patricia O Brien capturing the Intermediate title and a mighty contest for the minor placings with Dympna O Dwyer Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare working hard on the last lap to capture the silver medal and she also came away with the gold medal when winning the U/23’s title with Deirdre Troy Ennis Track taking the intermediate bronze medal ahead of Cliona Fitzpatrick St Marys and she finished second in the U/23’s with Sharon Rynne Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare third in the U/23’s. 

Ennis Track Club taking the Team Title on (17pts), second were Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare on (25pts) and third St Marys on (42pts).

The Intermediate Mens race run over a distance of 8000metres and for the five laps Jason Fahy Olympic Harriers set a blistering pace and had the field in almost single file after one complete lap, Michael Maher Ennis Track and Ronan Pyne Marian were running shoulder to shoulder with Micheal Keane Ennis Track, Thomas Garrahy and Donal Howley Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare making good progress towards the leaders.

With the race well into its closing stages Jason Fahy was in complete control and was going further away with every stride and he easily recorded a big win when capturing both title the Intermediate and U/23’s with Michael Maher getting the better of Ronan Pyne over the final lap to take a double silver medal in the Intermediate and U/23’s with Ronan Pyne the bronze medal and Donal Howley coming with a late spring to finish 4th overall and take the bronze medal in the U/23’s Men.

The Team Title going to last years runner ups Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare with (85pts) second last years title holders Ennis Track on (96pts) and third Tulla on (126pts).

The Juvenile races attracted a massive turnout and this being day two the Uneven ages U/9’s to U/19’s and with almost 70 athletes in the the girls U/9’s and the excellent laid out course Fidelma Marrinan St Johns sprinted down the home straight to win in fine style from Emma Mc Mahon St Marys and Tara Kelly St Marys with St Marys taking the team title on a total of (31pts) second were St Johns on (55pts) and third Marian on (57pts) with Adian Mc Carthy St Cronans the boys U/8’s winner adding another title this time the U/9’s and a fine piece of front running to take the gold medal with two Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare athletes battling for the minor placings and Niall Canavan sprint for the line to take the silver medal and a very good third Caoilfhinn O Dea taking the bronze medal and Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare taking the team title on (28pts) second St Marys on (44pts) and third St Johns on (55pts).

The girls U/11 800metres and on the downhill stretch Aine Rouine Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare made her move towards the front and this athlete improving with every outing to take the lead but a massive finish from Orla Waters on the final 100metres to take the gold medal ahead of Cliodhna Blake St Johns with Aine Rouine taking the bronze medal, Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare capturing the Team Gold on (31pts) with St Johns on (37pts) and third Ennis Track on (45pts).

The Boys U/11 800metres this was a great contest and a big surprise here with Brian Leyden Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare coming from tenth position over the final 200metres to take the gold with Patrick Clair St Johns running a very big race to take the silver medal ahead of Colm Harrison St Cronans with the Team gold going to St Marys on (37pts) second were St Cronans on (45pts) and third Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare on (49pts).

The Girls U/13’s Molly Lynch Shannon was looking good to take this title but Laura Power Marian came with a late spurt to take the gold medal with Muireann  O Shea Marian getting up for the bronze medal with Marian recording a good victory in the team awards with (31pts) second St Johns on (51pts) and third St Cronans on (58pts) with the boys U/13’s 1200metres and this was one of the finest races of the afternoon with Micheal Clancy St Johns having to use all his experience to come from behind to take the gold medal after a mighty race from Jacob Loughnane Marian when taking the silver medal and a very good third Micheal Moloney Ennis Track with Ennis Track taking the team title on (19pts) second Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare on (44pts) and third St Johns on (55pts).

The boys U/19 6000metres Damian Landers St Cronans dictated the pace right from the start and running very steady came away with a great victory over Fergal Smithwick Marian.
