Clare athletes take 12 gold at Masters Indoor Championships in Nenagh.

The Munster Masters Indoor plus the Juvenile Pentathlon from U/14 to U/19 Track and Field Championships held at the Nenagh Indoor Arena on Sunday last Clare athletes started off the 2008 season in winning style where they brought home a massive total of  12 gold medals and Seven silver and Four bronze with Marian, St. Cronans, St Johns, Kilmihil, Tulla St. Marys and Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare athletes all well represented.

The Juvenile girls pentathlon U/19’s Claire Madigan St Johns had to compete in  five events the 100metres hurdles and finishing second in (20 . 01secs) her second event the Shot Putt again finishing second in (4 . 78metres) High Jump (1 . 20metres) Long Jump 2nd in (3 . 35metres) and her final event the 800metres winning in fine style in (2mins . 36 . 6secs) and with a total of (1217pts) she captured the silver medal.

The Masters O/35 Ladies Marian Burke St Marys took gold in the 3000metres with Cushla Murphy Hehir Marian taking a treble in the masters ladies O/50’s with gold in the 200m, 800m, 1500m.

The Masters O/35’s Eugene O’Meara St Johns took gold in the Long Jump, and the Masters O/40’s Richard Mc Arthur St Cronans captured three Gold with victories in the 60m, 200m, and Long Jump and he battled all day with another Clare athlete Tommy Greene St Johns and he also captured three Gold medals in the High Jump, Shot Putt, and 56lbs for distance.

The Masters O/45 Shot Putt title Martin Fitzpatrick St Marys once again retained his Munster Title taking the gold medal and he also captured the gold medal in the 56lbs for distance.

The first event on the track was the masters ladies 3000metres and Marian Burke St Marys gave a fine display of front running in the O/35’s when she captured the gold medal in a very good time of (11mins . 53 . 4secs) and she also captured a silver medal in the 1500metres.

Cushla Murphy Hehir Marian running the O/50’s is getting better in age where she first took gold in the 200metres in (35 . 1secs) and after a great battle in the 800metres she once again retained her Munster crown in (2mins . 47 . 3secs) two seconds faster than last year and her final race of the afternoon the 1500metres she was again victories winning in fine style in (5mins . 40 . 4secs).

The masters men O/35’s Eugene O’Meara St Johns had a very busy day taking gold in the 56lbs for distance with a throw of (4 . 65metres) and again another Clare athlete taking the silver medal Denis Herlihy St Marys (4 . 56metres) and the St Marys athlete also took a silver medal in the Shot Putt.

Eugene O’Meara St Johns also captured a double bronze medal in the 800m and High Jump.

The Masters O/40’s two Clare athletes had outstanding success Richard Mc Arthur retaing his title in the 60metres dash in (7 . 5secs) he also retained his 200metres title and had a great contest in the Long Jump when taking the gold medal on his final leap in (5 . 47metres) after Tommy Greene St Johns pushing him all the way to capture the silver medal in (5 . 23metres).

Tommy Greene St Johns took gold in the high jump with a leap of (1 . 55metres) and Tommy also took a double gold in the 56lbs for distance and Shot Putt.

The Masters men O/45’s Martin Fitzpatrick St Marys had to at his very beast to retain his Munster crown in the Shot Putt with a throw of (9 . 71metres) and his best event is the 56lbs for distance and once again he captured another gold medal with a throw of (5 . 54metres) with John Dalton Kilmihil producing four great rounds in the Long Jump to take the bronze medal and in his 60metres dash he had to pull out with and injury.

Michael Quinlivan Tulla running in the masters O/50’s captured a double bronze medal in the 800m and 1500m with Sean Pender Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare taking the silver medal in the 3000metres.
