The Masters Men over (7000m) Pat Nugent running another big race to finish 9th overall and 5th O/40’s with James Mc Intyre O/35’s former Tulla A. C. now running with Finn Valley A. C. Co. Donegal coming home in 11th place and leading his Club to National honours.

The Intermediate Mens over (10000m) a huge field of athletes with 130 competitors and 15 Inter Clubs taking part and Danny Mulhaire North Laois who loves to run from the front set this race into motion with Rory Chesser Ennis Track on his shoulder for the first lap along with Brian Farrell Sli Chulainn Wicklow, David Rooney Raheny Shamrocks a former Junior athlete, Killian O’Leary Raheny Shamrocks and Eamon Coughlan’s Son John Coughlan Metro A. C. Dublin.

Brian McGinley, Thomas Scanlon, Brian Markham all Ennis Track were settling in well and all in the top thirty with almost two laps complete with Brian Murphy Marian and David Quinn Ennis Track both running a very big race in a fierce competitive field.
