First time win for St Cronans Novice Men

The Clare Athletics Association Novice, Masters men’s and ladies plus the Juvenile Even Ages U/8 to U/18 cross country championships Sponsored by Martin Williams Concrete products Tulla Road Ennis were held on the lands of  Terry Hennessy Kilmaley and hosted by St Cronans Athletic Club and the heavy over night rain made the course very difficult but the glorious days sunshine their were big fields of athletes taking part on day one of these Clare Championships.

St Johns are the surprise packet and are the best overall Club after day one with five outstanding victories in the girls and boys U/12’s, girls and boys U/14’s, and boys U/16’s with a total of (70pts) with Ennis Track also on (70pts) and third St Cronans on (63pts).

Claire Madigan St Johns made the early running to take the Novice Ladies Title ahead of Patricia O’Brien and Siobhan Lennon both Ennis Track and they also captured the team title with a total of (20pts) second Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare on (32pts) and third St Mary’

s on (49pts).

The Masters ladies title this was some contest and Siobhan Lennon Ennis Track taking the title from last years title holder Marian Burke St Marys with Hilda O Connor Ennis Track third with the O/40’s title going to Michelle O Mahoney Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare who finished 2nd overall ahead of Aishling Power Ennis Track and Ita Hanrahan Ennis Track and Sue Garrahy Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare taking the O/45’s from Ann Fitzpatrick St Cronans and Teresa Ryan St Marys.

Ennis Track captured the masters team title once again with a total of (12pts) after a great battle with Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare with (14pts) and third St Marys on (24pts).

The Novice mens run over a distance of 6000metres was a great contest and run over 6 laps on testing ground and heavy underfoot conditions a group of Six athletes made and early break Kenneth Rodgers, Damian Landers both St Cronans, Liam Markham Ennis Track who bypassed his U/18 age group to compete in this race was settling in well with the leaders along with Micheal Keane, Danny Folan Ennis Track, Fergal Smithwick Marian.

At the half way point and three laps complete it was now down to three and Kenneth Rodgers along with Damian Landers were forcing the pace with Liam Markham covering every move and when it came down to the final lap the two St Cronans athletes had made a decisive break and over the final lap Kenneth Rodgers power his way on the downhill stretch to cross the finish line and win on home soil and what a performance by Damian Landers to capture the silver medal with Liam Markham a very good third and the big surprise came in the Team title with Terry Hennessy Captain the St Cronans and finishing 10th Overall with a total of (62pts) with the silver medals going to St Johns on (75pts) third Ennis track on (81pts).

Pat Healy St Cronans was a clear winner of the masters O/35’s title with John O Malley Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare having a fine run to take the silver medal with Eamon Morgan Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare taking the bronze medal.

Pat Hogan Ennis Track going one better this time out to take the masters O/40’s from Terry Hennessy St Cronans and John Galvin St Johns.

Iggy Landers St Cronans taking the O/45’s from Inter County Referee Ambrose Heagney Kilnaboy with Eugene Moynihan Marian retaining his O/50’s title from Frank Garrihy Ennis Track and Tom Mackey Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare.

Tommy Madden Marian came away with the O/55’s title from Denis Meaney St Marys and Sean Whelan Ennis Track

The Masters Team Award went to Ennis Track on (41pts) a surprise second were St Cronans on (43pts) and third Marian on (46pts).

Irene Neylon Marian got off to a flying start to capture this girls U/8’s with a close second Makayla Normoyle St Marys and Elly Rochford St Cronans with St Marys taking the team title on (25pts) from Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare on (28pts) and third Marian on (46pts) and  in the Boys U/8 this was another mighty contest with Darragh Miniter St Marys producing a big sprint over the final 100metres to snatch the title from Ben Whelehan Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare with John Murphy Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare taking the bronze medal with the Team title going to St Marys on (49pts) and second were St Cronans on (69pts.

The girls U/10’s 800metres this teak tough athlete Sharon Egan Kilmihil made light work of the heavy underfoot conditions to take the gold medal from Shantela Burke St Marys and Caoimhie Harvey St Johns with Marys winning the team award on (39pts) second Marian on (46pts) and third St Johns on (47pts) the boys U/10’s was a well fought contest with two athletes locked  together with 100metres from the finishing line and Aidin Mc Carthy St Cronans had the big finish to take the gold from the early leader Caoilfhinn O Dea Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare with Luke Callinan St Marys third and the winning team was Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare on (27pts) from St Marys on (36pts) and third St Cronans on (65pts).

The Girls U/12 and the winner here was no surprise Cliodhna Blake St Johns with having to hold off a stiff challenge from her club mates Rachel Clancy and Elaine Greene with St Johns taking the Team title on (17pts) with Ennis Track on (53pts) and third Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare on (54pts) with the boys U/12’s the big winner here was Micheal Clancy St Johns and a mighty battle for the minor placings with Kevin Mulcaire Ennis Track holding off Jack Devitt Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare for the silver medal and once again St Johns taking another team title on (41pts) with a close second Ennis Track on (46pts) and third St Cronans on (54pts).

The Girls U/14’s was once of the best contests of the day with a surprise winner here Shauna Harvey St Johns from Niamh Markham Ennis Track and a fine third Laura Egan Kilmihil with St Johns taking the Team Title on (24pts) second were Marian on (50pts) and third Kilmurry Ibrickane/North Clare on (62pts) and in the boys U/14’s Cian O Brien Marian  and Ian Slobody Kilmihil raced into and early lead and both athletes were in control at the front and it was always going to come down to mental strength and Ian Slobody made a break with 300metres to go and captured this title from Cian O Brien with Conor Madigan St Johns third and he lead St Johns to another big win on (33pts) from Ennis Track on (50pts) and third St Cronans on (55pts).

The girls U/16 Harriett Flynn Shannon took control right from the start and was a comfortable winner over Aishling Darcy Ennis Track and Ailish Brew St Johns with Kilnaboy taking the team award on (44pts) and in the boys U/16’s Damian Burke Kilmihil who would be the pre race favourite is out through injury and here Adrian Kearney Ennis Track powered his way over this distance is going to be a serious contender in Munster this year when he captured this title from the ever improving Eoin Brew and Jake O Regan St Johns with St Johns taking the team award on (18pts) from Ennis Track on (31pts) and third St Cronans on (42pts).

Lisa Loughnane St Cronans came away with the girls U/18’s title from Saoirse Loughnane Marian with Darragh Chesser Ennis Track winning the boys U/18’s from Darragh Keane and Alan Leamy both St Cronans.
